The District has a total area of about 510 sgkms. Jasikan the District capital, lies 260kms
North-East of Accra, the nation’s capital.

60km are tarred roads with 18% classified as good and regularly maintained, 17% as fair
and 65% very bad.

clinics and health post. There is one public hospital which is the Jasikan Hospital and
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one private Clinic, the rest are all health posts scattered all over the district. All these

facilities provide preventive and curative, maternal and child health (MCH) services.

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2.4: Challenges and Constraints
e Delays in the release of funds.

The delay in the release of the DACF and other GOG inflows adversely affects effective
implementation of projects and programs of the assembly.

e Unreliable data.

A good budget depends on availability of credible data. Jasikan District Assembly is yet to get update
on valuation of properties for the district and this has affected the preparation of the budget and its
implementation.

e Low Revenue Base

The district’s economy is largely agrarian (mostly done on subsistence level) and as such has low
income. This is seriously affecting internal revenue generation.

e Poor nature of roads
Majority of roads in the district are not motorable especially during rainy seasons. This development

makes it difficult for farm produce to be transported from farm gates to market centers in the district.
This leads to loss of revenue to the Assembly.
