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SUMMARY KEY ACHIEVEMENTS IN 2021

Management and Administration

As at September 2021; Regional Monitoring has been conducted in 10 out of the 16 regions
with over 222 projects inspected. The findings of the inspection has been shared with the
various stakeholders.

Road Rehabilitation and Maintenance Programme

The Ministry maintained its focus on routine and periodic maintenance activities to protect the
huge investment made by Government in the provision of road infrastructure. As at the end of
September, 2021, routine maintenance activity had been carried on 21,165km of the trunk road
network; 6,265km km of the feeder road network; and 2,937km of the urban road network.

Within the same period, periodic maintenance activities, comprising; re-gravelling/spot
improvement and resealing works were carried out on 162km, 412km and 262km of the trunk,
feeder and urban road networks respectively. Additionally, rehabilitation works covering minor
upgrading and construction of culverts and drainage structures were carried out on 223km of
trunk roads, 173km of the feeder and 102km of the urban road networks, respectively.

The Department of Urban Roads is undertaking an asphaltic overlay programme in various
towns and communities across the country. Since 2017, about 1,445km of asphalt overlay
works have been completed, with 243km done in 2021.The table below shows the towns and
communities covered so far in 2021.

Also, minor rehabilitation works covering; minor upgrading and the construction of culverts
and drainage structures were carried on 223km of trunk roads, 173km of the feeder and 102km
of the urban road networks respectively.
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Road and Bridge Construction Programme
The development activities undertaken include; Construction, Rehabilitation, Reconstruction,
and Upgrading of roads as well as Construction of Bridges and Interchanges. 4.

During the period under review major developments works progressed steadily on several
major projects. The Pokuase Interchange under the Accra Urban Transport Project which
involves the construction of a 4-tier interchange, construction of 12km of selected roads,
segregated walkways, footbridges and underpasses and drainage structures was completed and
commissioned on 9 July, 2021.

Works on Phase 2 of the Obetsebi Lamptey Circle Interchange is at a physical progress of 16
percent. Additionally, with Phase 1 of the Tema Motorway Roundabout completed, Phase 2,
which involves the construction of the 3rd tier of the interchange, will take off in 2022.

In 2020, works were also started on the La Beach Road Project (Lot 1 & 2) which involves
improving capacity along the Accra Tema Beach Road and the construction of a 3-tier
interchange at Nungua Barrier. Physical progress for Lot 1 and Lot 2 is 13% and 21%
respectively. Construction of Flyover over the Accra Tema Motorway from the Flower Pot
roundabout is 13 percent completed. In addition, development works on the Kumasi Lake
Roads and Drainage Extension Project stood at 78 percent as at the end of September 2021.

Work on the construction of S0No. prefabricated bridges to improve connectivity within areas
cut-off by waterways continued in 2021. All the components of the bridges have arrived and
45 contractors started work on the substructures with 3No. bridges fully completed

Works have been completed on the construction of 7No. bridges in the Northern Regions with
funding from DANIDA. The following locations benefited from the project; Kulun, Garu
(2No.), Ambalara, Kulungugu, Kulun, Doninga and Sissili. Also, works have been completed
on 13No. Spanish Bridges located in Detsebu, Dayi, Tsawoea, Alabo, Osiem, Akora, Birim,
Akora, Osene, Okyi, Bukam, Linkale and Mogli. Works on 5No. Belgium Bridges are nearing
completion with 2No. completed, 1No. launched, 1No. Abutment works ongoing, 1No. piers
construction ongoing. Overall progress is 72% as at the end of September, 2021.

Government issued commencement certificates for the implementation of 84No. Critical
Regional and Inter-Regional Road Projects with estimated length of 2,237.51km and cost GHS
7,839 million. All have been awarded and works have achieved significant progress.

Government also signed a Master Project Support Agreement (MPSA) with Sinohydro
Corporation Limited to support priority infrastructure projects in Ghana. The scope and costs
of the works being undertaken under the first phase of the programme comprises ten (10)
Engineering, Procurement and Construction (EPC) Contracts for 442km of roads and 2
interchanges. Further details are provided in the table below.

Road Safety and Environment Programme

The Ministry pursued the implementation of the Law on Axle Load Limit as stipulated in the
Road Traffic Regulation LI 2180. The implementation of the axle load programme over the
years has resulted in the significant decrease in the incidence of overloading which currently
stands at less than 2 percent. However, some truckers, still try to avoid the permanent stations
by using detours. The Ministry is working hard to install additional stations on these routes or
use mobile axle weigh bridges.

Road Financing

The Ministry’s Public Private Partnerships (PPP) programme for the financing, construction
and management of road infrastructure has four (4) projects at different stages of preparation:

Accra — Tema Motorway PPP Project (31.7Km) — The financing arrangement is completed
and construction will commence in 2022;

Accra — Cape Coast- Takoradi PPP Project (208Km) - The feasibility study is being
finalised. The final feasibility study report will provide key inputs into the Abidjan-Lagos
Corridor Project;

Development of Tema Arterial Roads — MRH and MoT are currently involved in internal
consultations with key stakeholders to explore available financing options to ensure the start
of the works in 2022. The Project involves an upgrade of the Tema hospital Road into a 3-lane
dual carriage with service lanes and five (5) interchanges.

EXPENDITURE TRENDS

Out of a total planned (unconstrained) budget of GH¢ 4,471,528.31 and GH¢ 6,055,482,154
for the year 2019 and 2020 respectively, only GH¢ 1,417,261,742 (32%) and GH¢
2,275,325,664.00 (38%) was appropriated for the Ministry from all sources (excluding Road
Fund). However, a total of GH¢ 714,398,379 and GH¢ 2,592,824,572.17 was disbursed for
2019 and 2020 respectively.

For “Compensation of Employees”, the planned budget was GH¢ 50,005,420.00 for 2019 and
GH¢ 56,958,750.00 for 2020 respectively but GH¢ 53,049,096.00 and GH¢ 56,171,580.00
was approved. Expenditure for the year 2019 and 2020 was GH¢ 53,134,388 and GH¢
53,259,198 respectively.

For “Goods and Service”, a total of GH¢ 846,941 and GH¢ 1,609,230 were expended for 2019
and 2020 out of an approved budget of GH¢ 1,476,139 and GH¢ 2,629,934. The planned budget
was GH¢ 15,000,000.00 and GH¢ 25,108,160.00 for 2019 and 2020 respectively.

For Capital Expenditure (Assets) the Ministry’s planned budget for 2019 and 2020 was GH¢
3,509,972,890 and GH¢5,106,186,200. A total of GH¢ 498,635,952 and GH¢ 1,201,000.00
was approved for the Ministry respectively. Expenditure for assets in 2019 and 2020 was GH¢
243,775,002 and GH¢ 1,850,296,492 respectively. Also, from the arrears vote GH¢
64,400,384.00 and GH¢ 127,372,332 were expended for 2019 and 2020 respectively.
Additionally, in 2019 a Fidelity Bank facility of GH¢ 1 billion and GH¢1.2 billion were
expended to deal with arrears for GoG and Road Fund respectively.

For “Development Partner (Donor) Funds”, a total of GH¢ 402,228,728 and GH¢664,084,374
were expended for 2019 and 2020 out of an approved budget of GH¢ 854,080,179 and GH¢
1,002,878,457. The planned budget was GH¢ 876,550,000 and GH¢ 850,000,000 for 2019 and
2020 respectively.
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For “Internal Generated Funds (IGF) Retained”, a total of GH¢ 14,413,320 and GH¢
23,575,280 were expended for 2019 and 2020 out of an approved budget of GH¢ 10,020,376
and GH¢ 15,768,176. The planned budget was GH¢ 20,000,000 and 17,229,043
for 2019 and 2020 respectively.

The total planned budget for the Road Sector for 2021 from all sources (except Road Fund)
was GH¢6,828,786,268. The total approved budget by Appropriation was GH¢1,967,771,490
which constituted 30% of the planned budget. The planned allocation from the Road Fund was
GH¢2,917,511,290 of which GH¢1,302,545,762 was approved, representing 34% of the
planned amount.

Financial Performance for 2021

Out of a budget allocation of GH¢ 2,429,891.00 for Goods and Services, a total of GH¢
1,567,476.80 was released and GH¢ 470,352.02 spent as at September, 2021. Approved ceiling
fell far short of planned budget by 19% for this activity for the year. The delay and inadequacy
of the allocation resulted in a huge backlog of unpaid bills for administrative activities such as
maintenance of vehicles, utility services, hotel bills etc. in the Head office and the Agencies.
This impaired the sector’s ability to effectively undertake some of its basic service activities
such as monitoring and evaluation and local training.

A total IGF of GH¢26,907,031.90 representing 136% of the approved retention amount of

GH¢19,716,082.00 was expended as at September 2021. The excess amounts was spent with
approval.
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A total of GH¢ 952,587,681.00 was appropriated for Capital Expenditure from both the Annual
Budget Funding Amount (ABFA) and GOG. As at September 2021, GH¢ 950,587,681.00 had
been released and GH¢927,188,575.05 expended on the allocation. Nonetheless outstanding
invoices for payments to contractors and compensation to Project Affected Persons (PAPs) as
at September, 2021 remained at GH¢2,685,376,029.04.

Development Partner (Donor) disbursement as at September, 2021 was GH¢ 1,405,966,123.41
representing 150% of the total approved budget of 935,602,529.00. This was as a result of
increased disbursement on development partner projects due to rapid progress of works.

The total Road Fund revenue from January to September, 2021 from the traditional sources
amounted to GH¢716 million. During the same period the Fund expended an amount of
GH¢603,099,118 (including GH¢336,619,425.00 for repayment of a loan facility it took). Total
invoices received at the Road Fund Secretariat which is yet to be paid to contractors was
GH¢4.5 billion as at September, 2021.

For 2022, the planned (unconstrained) budget from all sources was GH¢ 10,742,595,426
(excluding Road Fund). This planned expenditure budget was expected to develop and
maintain the road network to an appreciable level of service and tackle the problem of
outstanding GoG and Road Fund Arrears. However, the total approved budget ceiling for 2022
was GH¢4,000,673,000.

The indicative expenditure for the outer years of 2023, 2024 and 2025 are
GH¢4,254,598,00.00, GH¢5,188,995,00 and GH¢5,282,154,000 respectively.

To develop and implement comprehensive and integrated Policy, Governance and Institutional
Frameworks;

To develop adequate Human Resources and apply new Technology;

To create a vibrant investment and performance-based management environment that
maximizes benefits for public and private sector investors;

2. Budget Programme Description

This Programme covers the planning, development and administration of the Road network.
This entails policy formulation, coordination and oversight, performance monitoring and
evaluation of the sector in the following broad areas:

Road Infrastructure Development and Maintenance

Road Maintenance Financing

These functions are performed by the Road Infrastructure and Support Agencies as follows:
Ghana Highway Authority is charged with the responsibility for the administration, planning,
control, development and maintenance of trunk roads, ferries and related facilities in the
country;

Department of Feeder Roads (DFR) is charged with the responsibility for the administration,
planning, control, development and maintenance of feeder roads and related facilities in the
country;

Department of Urban Roads (DUR) is charged with the responsibility for the administration,
planning, control, development and maintenance of urban roads and related facilities in the
country;

Koforidua Training Centre is a center for the training of professionals (engineers, contractors,
consultants, administrative staff, etc.) in the transport sector;
